As I move on to my college

experience with confidence and passion, I know that I have been 

truly blessed.

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Highl ights

❖ Enrollment continued to increase with 631 young

women from 103 Catholic, private and public grade

schools, up from 509 just five years ago, marking 

the second consecutive year of capacity enrollment

since 1982. 

❖ With 247 admissions applications for the 2003–2004

freshman class, the largest group ever waited patiently

to become members of the Class of 2007.  This was the

sixth consecutive year that DSHA has had a waiting list

for the freshman class.  There were also waiting lists

for the sophomore and junior classes.

❖ Two-hundred-twenty-seven students or 36% of the

total student body received financial assistance.  The

average amount of these awards was $2,669.

❖ The Vision DSHA:  Performing the Extraordinary

campaign reached $11 million of its $15 million 

goal.  The five-year campaign was announced in 

March 2001. 

❖ In honor of Harley-Davidson’s 100th anniversary, 

the fall 2003’s “Kickstart My Heart:  A Harley

Homecoming” named Nancy Schewe Davidson 

HA’50 and her husband, Harley’s senior vice 

president, Willie G. Davidson, as the honorary 

king and queen.  Along with the dance, students 

held a special fundraiser and donated over $1,000 to

the company’s charity of choice – the Muscular

Dystrophy Association. 

❖ For the second summer in a row, Camp DSHA offered

specialized instructional camps in art, theatre, dance,

algebra, and a variety of athletics for young women

entering grades 4 to 9. 

❖ In October of 2003, 34 juniors and seniors volunteered

a total of 172 hours for the first ever student/alumnae

phone-a-thon, Girl Talk, an event which connected

alumnae donors to the beneficiaries of their generosity.

The event resulted in a 41% increase in gifts to the

Annual Fund from the previous year.  The

Advancement Department organized the event in

cooperation with Vince Shiely, father of Julie Shiely

DSHA’08 and Mary Shiely DSHA’04, who was one of

the four student captains for the event.  Mr. Shiely and

his sister, Tat Shiely DS’68, also donated their time and

energy to coach the student volunteers.
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❖ The 2004 average ACT score was 25.3.  This compares to 

the state average of 22.2 and the national average of 21. 

❖ Over 120 students took a total of 171 AP (Advanced Placement)

tests.  The testing resulted in 95% scoring a three or higher – 

providing the possibility of college credit in these academic fields. 

❖ The Class of 2004 graduates earned scholarship monies 

totaling over $4.5 million. 

❖ Emily Gomes DSHA’04 was the second runner-up at the 2004

Wisconsin Junior Science & Humanities Symposium (JSEHS)

for her paper, The Effect of Water Temperature on the Feeding

Habits of Dreissena Polymorpha, which awarded her a trip to

the national JSEHS in Baltimore, Maryland.  This project was

conducted in DSHA’s Independent Science and Research class. 

❖ Two members of the Class of 2005, Kelsey Otero and Emilie

Vosswinkel, took top honors at the Badger State Science and

Engineering Fair in Madison.  Otero won first place in the

humanities, social sciences, and psychology category, and

Vosswinkel took second in the physics and engineering category. 

❖ German students received the first perfect score in the 14-year

history of UW-Madison’s German day competition, awarding

them first place for the second year in a row.  Further, Astrid

Stuth DSHA’06 was the only student in Wisconsin to receive a

perfect score on the National Standardized Test in German, and

she was followed closely by Catherine Procknow DSHA’06, who

was among the top three, and Brooke Lange DSHA’07 and Zoë

Lindberg DSHA’05, who were among the top 16. 

❖ Forty-four seniors were inducted into the DSHA Chapter of

the National Honor Society (NHS) in October 2003 for their

honorable accomplishments in academics as well as service,

leadership, and character.  They were welcomed at an assembly

where alumna and NHS member Shannon Steffke McCoy

DSHA’95 addressed the students, faculty and guests.

❖ DSHA added a new small business and entrepreneurship

class for the 2003-2004 school year, teaching the basics of

running a business, including product development, sales

and marketing, bookkeeping, budgeting and decision-making.

Each student planned and managed her own small business

during the course of the class.
